This memo is further to the conversation we have had on ancillary buildings for LR1 and LR2 zoned lots, specifically those on the Nicola Lakeshore Estates development.

As you are aware we have supported the development of property with ancillary buildings that were contrary to the existing guideline in both footprint size and height.

We believe that ancillary buildings (typically garages) should be allowed to be built when their form or character matches the main dwelling. Simple items such as roof pitch and shape should allow variances to maximum building height, without setting numbers. Perhaps a number such as 70% of total height of main dwelling could be used.

We have been supportive of owners who have applied to build larger ancillary buildings than allowed in the bylaws. We support the concept of allowing height limits for ancillary structures that are in form and character with principal building. We support the proposed increase in the footprint for ancillary buildings (total finished sq ft depending on lot size).  

4000 sq meter lot--- 135 sq meter max

Over 4000 sq meter lot ----195 sq meter max

I believe these proposals will work to benefit all our owners. If the increased footprint and heights were amended in the zoning, then we would be able to see an improvement in the siting of ancillary buildings on lots, thereby protecting more of our disappearing trees and requiring less excavation at building sites for the main house.
